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Datalogic Android Device Configuration for Epic Rover


This document provides guidelines on how to configure the Datalogic barcode scanner to enable sending scanned data to the Epic Rover application.

The following configuration is expected to apply to all Datalogic Android devices approved for use with Rover.

With all scanner settings at their default settings, the following changes are required
· Wedge > Keyboard Wedge			Must be Disabled
· Wedge > Intent Wedge 			Must be Enabled
· Formatting > Standard Formatting > Suffix	Suffix should be None
· Symbology Settings > Code 128		Enable ISBT 128
· Symbology Settings > Interleaved 2 of 5 	L2 length = 14
· Other scanner options are left up to the users individual preferences.

The changes to the scanner settings can be changed by any of the following options.  If unsure of the best method, it is suggested that you discuss the available options with your Datalogic Partner and or Datalogic Application Engineer.
· Android Enterprise EMMs all support the use of OEMConfig.  When an EMM is in use, OEMConfig would be a logical method to configure the scanner settings over multiple devices.
· Datalogic Scan2Deploy Studio 
· Datalogic DXU Utility 
· Use the Datalogic Android SDK to write an application to implement the required scanner settings.
· Make the changes manually, via the devices Settings menu.  User must remember to use the Scanner COMMIT option to lock in the changes.
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
